Where did the name

Burton Bradstock come from?

In Saxon days, the village was
called Brideton or Bridetone
meaning the village of the river
Bride  which evolved to
Bridetona as recorded in the
Domesday Book of 1086.
Bradstock came from
Bradenstoke  named  after
Bradenstoke Priory in Wiltshire
to which the Vvillage once
belonged. The present name
appears to be a corruption of
the two names.

POST OFFICE, FARM SHOP AND STORES

COMMUNITY LIBRARY

The Library is run and managed by “Friends of Burton Bradstock
Library” volunteers, with support from Dorset Council, our
library is a friendly place to visit. Located by the village green it
is open from 3.00pm to 5.00pm on Monday, Wednesday,
Thursday and Friday and from 10.00am to 12.00 noon on
Tuesday and Saturday.

ST MARY THE VIRGIN CHURCH

The Church lies at the heart of the village and the
chiming of the clock and the ringing of the bells remind
everyone of its existence.

It is an important historic building with 12th Century
origins but much altered over the years. We now have
a light and welcoming place for all to visit.

It is, however, much more than an attractive building.
It is primarily a place of worship and all are welcome
at the services, of which there are several different
types. Details of these services are displayed by the
churchyard gate, on the village website and in the
Bride Valley News.

The church is used for many and varied events
particularly by the adjacent school and the annual
Music Festival.
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CHURCH OF ENGLAND PRIMARY SCHOOL

Burton Bradstock CE Primary School is a small, happy and
caring establishment situated in the centre of the village next
to the Church. It has close links with the Church and local
community, a strong governing body, known as the Local
School Committee and a thriving parent association known as
the Friends.

It is part of the Initio Learning Trust, a group of seventeen
schools consisting of primary, secondary, first, middle and
upper situated in the Bridport and Wimborne areas of Dorset.
These schools work together to share understanding, practice
and expertise to provide the best education and
opportunities for their pupils.

As a Church school the outlooks and attitudes centre around
the core Christian values of Love, Happiness, Hope, Courage,
Friendship and Respect. Every child is valued as being unique
and is developed academically, socially, emotionally and
spiritually.

The school is generally the choice for families living in the
Village and Shipton Gorge along with significant numbers of
families from Bridport and its surroundings. There is a pre-
school, taking children from four years of age, which together
with reception class form a highly successful Foundation
Stage Unit. More information is available on the School

PARISH COUNCIL

The Parish Council meets in the Reading Room on the

first Wednesday of each month except in August. In
addition to considering local planning applications (as
a consultee), meetings provide the opportunity for
residents to express their views on all local issues. The
Parish Council also owns and manages the Reading
Room, Corncrake field, the Allotments in
Southover, the Recreation Ground and Play Area (see
below), and the Post office.

BRIDE VALLEY CAR SERVICE

The BVCS is a volunteer scheme offering residents of the Bride Valley transport to and from medical
appointments when they are unable to drive themselves or be driven by relatives or friends.

Clients are charged a mileage fee (currently 50p per mile) plus a standard charge (currently £2 per journey).
Because the service depends on the availability of volunteer drivers, clients are asked to give as much notice
as possible —we are unlikely to be able to respond to requests within 48 hours of an appointment.

VILLAGE VOLUNTEERS

The Volunteers objective, supported by the Parish Council, is to keep our village looking beautiful and
serviceable. Since its inception in 2012, Burton Bradstock has been awarded runner-up in the Best Village
Award - Dorset for 2012, Winner for same event in 2015, winner of an environmental award also in 2015, and
first place for West Dorset Villages in 2018. The Volunteers work on behalf of the parish council, and are
insured by them. They have purchased tools to use, which are stored centrally. Activities range from litter
collection, gardening, planting, sowing wild flower seeds, weeding, painting, clearing leaves, trimming shrubs,
clearing drains, sweeping gutters, clearing ditches, and a "Spring Clean" in April of each year. Volunteers
choose what they wish to do. The Volunteers meet twice a month, the first Thursday and third Tuesday for a
morning's activity. As a Volunteer, you can choose how much you do. They usually meet at 9am, and work
between two and three hours. They are a very sociable group, and their efforts are recognised by local
businesses, and sometimes rewarded!
